STEERING GROUP MEETING MINUTES

1.0 Apologies for Absence

2.0 Approval of minutes 

The minutes from the 19th January meeting were approved and signed by D Ireland. 

3.0 Technical Support Package update 

D Ireland advised Locality have agreed to fund the extra support package to look at the safeguarded land at Top Wighay. They advised the LNPSG have been assigned AECOM. D Ireland advised Locality that she was surprised to be assigned AECOM since they were supporting Gedling BC on their Master Plan for the Top Wighay Site, and had been previously told by Locality that assigning LNPSG the same consultancy firm could be a conflict of interest. D Ireland awaiting response from Locality. 

4.0 Funding Update 

D Ireland confirmed the 2nd tranche of funding has been received. The £4,200 will be allocated between R Hollins for the remainder of the traffic work and H Barter for work carried out up to 31st March.

5.0 Traffic Consultant Update

D Ireland advised R Hollins had emailed Highways for a response to the draft Traffic document, however they advised they haven’t had time to look at it. She advised R Hollins that the LNPSG will be looking at policies at the end of March, and therefore a response from Highways will be required before then. 

D Ireland advised of an accident last week near Waterloo Road in Linby where a child was knocked off a bike. D Ireland informed R Hollins and C Barnfather of the accident. 

D Ireland commented on the Crash Data Analysis and advised it had recorded the Docks accidents as minor, despite the accidents needing a fire engine and an ambulance. She advised the analysis is not a true reflection on how dangerous the roads are.

D Ireland advised of the recent Local Planning Document Examination Hearings at Gedling BC and advised them of the Traffic situation and that the PC have assigned a Traffic Consultant. She also advised they didn’t take into account the true impact on the B6011, which shows double the national average when it comes to accidents on that classification of road. 

6.0 Neighbourhood Plan Template Update 

Agree Term End Date

The LNPSG agreed an end date for the Neighbourhood Plan of 2033. 

Agree Linby Vision 
J Brothwell wrote the Vision for Linby:

A Parish where the rural and historic character of the existing village is protected and enhanced; where the planned developments contribute high quality homes, employment and quality of life for all; where change is embraced and there is a cohesive, integrated community with strong community services and facilities; where there is a sustainable infrastructure, accessible transport and high environmental standards. 
The LNPSG agreed to include the Vision within the Neighbourhood Plan.  
Discuss Date for Green Space Audit

The LNPSG discussed the possible areas to be include within the Green Space Audit: 

Church Lane:

· Land behind J Brothwell (in the Parish but not in the conservation area, and not open to the public) – H Barter to advise
· Hayden Lane footpath (near boundary) – whole of footpath down Hayden Lane (not in conservation area) – H Barter to advise whether footpaths can be included in the Green Space Audit
· Football Pitch 

· Footpath top of Linby Lane (footpath to church)

Main Street:

· Heritage Centre and Linby Meadow 

· Black Pad / Lay-by

· Paddock (privately owned)

· Linby Trail 

· Top Cross 

· Linby Docks 

· Grass area in front of Horse & Groom Pub 

· Land behind the Horse & Groom Pub

· Grass area in front of cottages (W Lewis’s)

· Bottom Cross 

· Quarry Lane (just beyond the school area) 

· Footpath near school 

· Ecology Park at Land North of Papplewick Lane 

· Lay-by before Papplewick 

· Papplewick Dam / Moor Pond Wood (Linby Side) - D Ireland to liaise with S Walker regarding the Green Space Audit within Papplewick’s Neighbourhood Plan
Wighay Road:

· 2 Sinc Sites (Local Wildlife Sites)

· Green Space at Top Wighay Site (include as Open Green space within the Neighbourhood Plan)

· Plan B – All sites to be included 

D Ireland advised she would liaise with H Barter, and then plan the audit, which will involve finding out who owns the land and writing to them. 

K Tunstall and B Brothwell to visit the various sites mentioned above prior to next weeks’ meeting and take photographs. 
Strategic Context Section

D Walker agreed to produce the following maps: 

· To show where Linby sits within the borough of Gedling 

· Outline of Linby Parish 

· Transport routes/links to the village 

· Green Belt (high-light the green belt area on the map)

Socio-Economic Context

D Ireland agreed to look at contents from the Character & Heritage Assessment that can be transferred over to the Neighbourhood Plan. 

D Ireland advised she would compare the Census data from 2001 against 2011 to give an idea of how small the increase in population was during this 10-year period, compared with a projection of how this is going to expand. 

Land Use Section 

D Ireland advised a lot of information can be taken from the Character & Heritage Assessment. D Ireland to discuss Property & Land prices with H Barter. Traffic Data will come from R Hollins. 

Community & Stakeholder Engagement 

R Norris agreed to populate the documents to discuss at the next meeting.
